is proven to reduce ferilizer.

(Number of Haney tests) The Haney test uses unique soil extracts in the lab to
determine what quantity of soil nutrients are available to soil microbes. Reimbursement for up to 6
tests. Cost may vary.

acres $20/acres (52,000 max) New acres of rye or (rye + other seed) interseeded into
growing crop or planted after harvest.

6. Applicant will provide photos of the cost shared practice as well as any receipt for
reimbursement.

7. Applications must be submitted to the Land Conservation & Planning Department by
Thursday, December 19", 5:00pm. All payments will be made by December 31, 2024.
